Handling the Remote Controller

Inserting and Replacing Batteries

Your air conditioning unit may come with two
batteries(some units). Put the batteries in the
remote control before use.

1. Slide the back cover from the remote control
downward, exposing the battery compartment.
2. Insert the batteries, paying attention to match
up the (+) and (-) ends of the batteries with
the symbols inside the battery compartment.
3. Slide the battery cover back into place.

@ sATTERY NOTES

For optimum product performance:
¢ Do not mix old and new batteries, or
batteries of different types.

o Do not leave batteries in the remote control
if you don't plan on using the device for more
than 2 months.

/< BATTERY DISPOSAL

Do not dispose of batteries as unsorted
municipal waste. Refer to local laws for proper
disposal of batteries.

TIPS FOR USING REMOTE CONTROL

® The remote control must be used within 8
meters of the unit.

® The unit will beep when remote signal is
received.

e Curtains, other materials and direct sunlight
can interfere with the infrared signal receiver.

o Remove batteries if the remote will not be
used more than 2 months.

NOTES FOR USING REMOTE CONTROL

1. When setting the TIMER ON or TIMER OFF, the time will increase by 30 minutes increments with each
press, up to 10 hours. After 10 hours and up to 24, it will increase in 1 hour increments. (For example,
press 5 times to get 2.5h, and press 10 times to get 5h,) The timer will revert to 0.0 after 24.

2. Cancel either function by setting its timer to 0.0h.

Timer Operation Instructions

Note: This timer functions as an "on/off" timer only and cannot change the temperature or any
other settings.

How to Use the Timer:

1. Set the Desired Temperature and Function:

o Adjust the unit to your preferred temperature and mode before using the timer.
2. Scheduling the Timer:

o You can schedule one "on" period and one "off" period.

Example Scenarios:

e Example 1:
o Current Time: Friday at 6 PM
o Schedule: Turn off at 10 PM and back on Saturday at 11 AM.
= Steps:
= Set the timer to turn off in 4 hours (at 10 PM).
= Set the timer to turn on in 17 hours (at 11 AM on Saturday).
e Example 2:
0 Current Time: Friday at 6 PM (unit is off)
o Schedule: Turn on Saturday at 8 AM and off at 1 PM.
= Steps:
= Set the timer to turn on in 14 hours (at 8 AM).
= Set the timer to turn off in 19 hours (at 1 PM).

By following these steps, you can effectively manage your unit's operation times!

Under cooling mode, press this button, the remote controller will adjust the temperature
automatically to 24°C/75°F, fan speed of Auto to save energy (only when the set temperature
is less than 24° C/75°F). If the set temperature is above 24 °C/75°F, press the ECO button,
the fan speed will change to Auto, the set temperature will remain unchanged.

NOTE:
Pressing the ECO/GEAR button, or modifying the mode or adjusting the set temperature to less

than 24 °C/75°F will stop ECO operation.
Under ECO operation, the set tmeperature should be 24°C/75°F or above, it may result in
insufficient cooling. If you feel uncomfortable, just press the ECO button again to stop it.

Follow me function( & ):
The FOLLOW ME function enables the remote
control to measure the temperature at its
current location and send this signal to the
air conditioner every 3 minutes interval.
When using AUTO, COOL or HEAT modes,
measuring ambient temperature from the
remote control(instead of from the indoor
unit itself) will enable the air conditioner to
optimize the temperature around you and
ensure maximum comfort.
